G.R.O.ing Decatur County
As part of its continued effort to reach all parts of Decatur County, the DCCF 
Board is proud to announce the availablity of up to $10,000 as part of the 
G.R.O. program.   G.R.O., which stands for growth rooted in opportunities, 
is a grant program targeted at providing development opportunities to com-
munities with less than 2,500 people.   The purpose of the grant program is 
for community members to work together on projects that will make a posi-
tive impact on the entire community.

This is the second year for program.   The 
recipient of the first grant was the town of 
St. Paul and their Kiwannis club.   They are 
using the $5,000 grant as seed money to 
match the donations of local residents. The 
money will be used for rennovation work to 
the St. Paul Gym.  The project will include 
new windows, facade improvements and 
paving.  The Kiwanis Club will provide vol-
unteer help to complete the project.  DCCF 
Executive Director, Sharon Hollowell said, 
“The gym is a vital part of life in St. Paul.  
The renovation efforts will make it much 
more useful for the community.   It is wonderful the way the town and vol-
unteers are working together for the completion of the project.”  

Grant applications are available by contacting the DCCF office.   Grant ap-
plications are due September 1.   All grant ap-
plications will be reviewed: for how the project 
will build community spirit; input from com-
munity members; community impact and the 
ability to sustain.   

As an extra incentive, any grant application 
that is not awarded will be rolled into the DC-
CF’s second grant cycle.  This will give all ap-
plicants two opportunties to have their project 
funded.

Five finalist emerged from the 57 
applicants who started the Lilly En-
dowment Community Scholarship 
process in January.

Two out of county collegiate professionals reviewed and scored the 
students’ one hour essay.

Ann Gilly emerged as the student with the top overall score to earn the Lilly Endow-
ment Scholarship, which is full tuition to an Indiana college of her choice and an $800 per year book stipend.  The 
Decatur County Community Foundation will award four remaining finalists  a $5,000 scholarship to be used over 
their four years at an Indiana college of their choice.

postation mechanicals, which can  
include programs two or four year 
programs.   

Dennis Crowe was a graduate and 
teacher at North Decatur High 
School.   As a science teacher, he 
was known for making science fun 
to students at all levels.   His fam-
ily and friends created the Dennis 
Crowe Science Scholarship to honor 
that spirit.   The scholarship will be 
awarded to a student graduating 
from North Decatur High School , 

pursing a  two or four year degree 
in science.
